RUNNING ORDER   Depending on entries, class 2 may be split into two mixed classes 2a (am) and 2b (pm). Classes run in schedule order. 
RULES  Run under BRITISH DRESSAGE RULES With exception to riding hats must meet BRC rules Everyone Mounted, whether a 
competitor or not, must wear a hard hat at least to BSEN 1348 or preferably PAS 015. The hat must be properly adjusted and correctly 
fastened. Competitors are expected to provide their own  number & should show this Number to the Writer before starting their test.   
Rosettes to 6

th
 place up to 15 starters in class (not per test). Rosettes given out on the day for the overall placing.  A class with more than 

one Test is decided by percentage scores 
Championship League for North Downs RC Members 
Points awarded for members (you can join on the day of the competition) across the series. With Championship Rosettes and Trophies
